Then one thinks: 'A mediocrity!'

At the same time everyone knows that a lot of great people were of a poor
build: short and fragile. It did not stop them from displaying intelligence and
courage. Ingenuity does not depend on one's complexion or constitution.

Plump or fat people create an impression of generous and Kkind
personalities. Strangely enough, not rarely they may be thrifty or even greedy.
One usually thinks: 'A scrooge!'

On the other hand, thin or slim nervous ladies often tend to be lavish. They

like to buy and never think twice when they pay. One thinks: 'T would call her



open-handed and Mother would call her a spendthrift'. Yes, mothers are always
stricter in judgements.

Has it ever happened to you that you come to an important office and see an
important boss? You immediately evaluate his looks: 'Round-faced, small
narrow eyes, dimples on the cheeks and an up-turned nose. What a
kind-hearted person! A simpleton!' You tell the boss of your troubles and expect
immediate help. But the boss appears to be rude, harsh and wilful. You never get
your help and think: 'A stone heart and an iron fist'.

When someone sees a delicately built pretty blonde with curly hair, blue
eyes, a straight nose and a high forehead, one is inclined to think that the beauty
is intelligent and nice. It may be disappointing to think later 'What a stupid,
capricious, impolite bore!'

On the contrary, when one sees a skinny brunette with ugly irregular
features — a hooked nose, pointed chin, close-set eyes and thin lips, strange
thoughts come to one's head; because it is the image of evil people — cruel and
cunning . It may be a relief some time later to find her a clever, gentle and
good-mannered lady and think: "'What charm! A heart of gold!'

Another general misconception lies in the fact that children are always
expected to resemble their parents. And parents like it when children take after
them. Relatives like to compare moles, the shape of noses, etc. The greatest
compliment is: "They are as like as two peas'. The greatest disappointment is to
find nothing in common. We want to deny people their exclusiveness, we don't
want to admit that nature has selected other options from an enormous genetic
fund developed over generations. Why do we like our copies? Who knows!

Nature likes to play tricks on us. But don't you think it is a present on the
part of nature? Life becomes not a boring routine, but a brilliant kaleidoscope of
characters and appearances which often clash.

The Olympic Games

The Olympic Games are an international sports festival that began in ancient
Greece. The original Greek games took place every fourth year for several hundred
years, until they were brought to an end in the early Christian era. The Olympic
Games were renewed in 1896, and since then they have been staged every fourth
year, except during World War I and World War II (1916, 1940, 1944).

Perhaps the main difference between the ancient and modern Olympics is
that for the ancient Greeks the Games were a way of saluting their gods, when the
modern Games are a manner of saluting the athletic talents of people of all nations.
The original Olympics included competition in music, oratory, and theater
performances as well. The modern Games haven’t got them, but they represent a
lot more sports than before. For two weeks and a half any international conflicts
must be stopped and replaced with friendly competitions. This is the noble idea on
which the modern Olympic movement is based.

The earliest record the Olympics goes back to 776 B.C., but historians
presume that the Games began well before then. The ancient Games were held in
honour of Zeus, the most important god for ancient Greeks. According to the
earliest records, only one athletic event was held in the ancient Olympics — a
footrace of about 183 m, or the length of the stadium. A cook, Coroibus of Elis,
was the first recorded winner. Only men were allowed to compete or watch the
games. When the powerful, warlike Spartans began to compete, they changed the
programme of the Games. The 18th Olympics already included wrestling and a
pentathlon, and later Games — chariot, races and other sports. The winner of the

Games were highly praised and honoured for their results. In A.D. 394 the Games



were officially ended by the Roman emperor Theodosius I, who felt that they had
pagan connotations.

Pierre de Coubertin (1863—-1937), a young French nobleman, had an idea to
bring the Olympic Games back to life. With the help of the people who supported
him he managed to organize the first modern Olympic Games in 1896. Baron de
Coubertin had planned to hold the Olympics in France, but the representatives
from the nine countries that supported his idea decided that Greece was the right
place to host the first Olympic Games. The nine countries were Belgium, England,
France, Greece, Italy, Russia, Spain, Sweden, and the United States. They agreed
that every four years the Olympics would move to other great cities of the world.

The Athens Games in 1896 were a success. Athletes from thirteen countries
competed in nine sports. A second Olympics was held in France in 1900. The 1904
Summer Olympics were held in Atlanta, the USA and hosted 197 countries. The
USA took the first place winning 44 gold, 32 silver and 25 bronze medals. Russia
took the second place with 26 gold, 21 silver, and 16 bronze medals.

Beginning in 1924, a Winter Olympics were included — to be held at a
separate cold-weather sports site in the same year as the Summer Games — the first
held at Chamonix, France. In 2012 XXII Olympic Winter Games took place in
Sochi, Russia. The 2014 Winter Olympics were the most expensive Games in the
history of the Olympics. Also they achieved a record broadcast audience of 2.1
billion people worldwide. On these games medals were played for the following
sports: figure skating, speed skating, short track speed skating, ice hockey, curling,
cross-country skiing, alpine skiing, ski jumping, Nordic combined, freestyle skiing,
snowboarding, biathlon, luge, bobsleigh, skeleton.

But the Summer Games, with its wide array of events, are still the focal
point of the modern Olympics. Among the standard events are basketball, boxing,
canoeing and kayaking, cycling, equestrian arts, fencing, field hockey, gymnastics,
modern pentathlon, rowing, shooting, soccer, swimming and diving, tennis, track
and field, volleyball, water polo, weight lifting, wrestling (freestyle and
Greco-Roman), and yachting. New sports are added to the roster at every Olympic



Games; among the more prominent are baseball, martial arts, and most recently
triathlon, which was first contested at the 2000 Games.
The Games are governed by the International Olympic Committee (I0C),

whose headquarters are in Lausanne, Switzerland.

I usually spend more time on History, Social Science and Literature because
I have to read a lot of additional materials besides school textbooks.

Then my parents come home from work and at about 7 o’clock we have
supper and discuss family problems.

Then I go to my room and read a book. If there is an interesting programme
or a film on TV, I watch it till late at night. If there’s nothing special to see, I can
go to bed at 11 o’clock.

All my weekdays are nearly the same, there’s no time left for entertainment

or meeting with my friends.

Each country has its own symbols — special signs used to distinguish it from
all the other states. Traditionally, symbols are tightly bound to country's history
and culture. National symbols of Ukraine are not an exception as they reflect
specifics of the state and its people. Let's consider meanings of the three Ukrainian

state symbols: flag, emblem and anthem.

So what is the Ukrainian national symbol and how is it called?

It is “tryzub” (“trident”) — a golden trident on
a blue shield. In the times of Kyiv Rus, the
trident was the symbol of Rurik dynasty. The

. archaeologists have found tridents on coins,

# i stamps, crockery, brickwork and wall

riod. For example, Kyiv Rus prince Volodymyr (980—1015)

paintings of that pe



minted coins with the trident on one side and portrait of the ruler on the other one.
From the times of Kyiv Rus dissolution (the XII century) and to the XX century,
trident symbol was not in active use. In that period, tridents were sometimes seen
in heraldry signs of cities, on family crests and in books. Some hetmans of
Zaporozhian Sich, particularly Bogdan Khmelnytsky and Ivan Mazepa, used
crosses and anchors styled as tridents on their crests.

The first mentioning of trident as the official national symbol of Ukraine

dates back to 1918 — the times of the Ukrainian People's Republic. The Central
Council of Ukraine declared that trident embodied the princes” rule and succession
of Ukrainian state traditions. This decision was also influenced by the growing
popularity of trident caused by the fact that it had been printed on the new
banknote — karbovanets, i1ssued in 1917. However, in 1918, the Central Council of
Ukraine was superseded by the Bolsheviks. In the Soviet era, Ukrainian trident was
officially discredited as a symbol of national liberation movement. Ukraine was
assigned a traditional Soviet emblem of star, hammer and sickle.
Only in February 1992, after dissolution of the Soviet Union, Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine approved trident as the official emblem of the independent Ukraine. As for
the meaning of Ukrainian “tryzub” symbol, there are many different versions and
opinions. Some of the most popular versions say that it has encrypted word “Bosst”
(“freedom”) and that it symbolizes the Christian Trinity.

Let's proceed to the next state symbol of Ukraine — the Ukrainian flag. The
" national flag of Ukraine consists of two equally
sized horizontal strips of yellow and blue colors.
Golden and blue colors were used on the emblem
of Halych Principality in the XIV century. They

were also used on the emblems of numerous Rus

i@ lands, princes and cities of the Middle Ages.
From the XVI century, the Zaporozhian Cossacks started to use these colors in
their ensigns. Usually, there ensigns were blue sheets of cloths with golden figure

of a knight embroidered on them. The first usage of the modern blue and yellow



flag of Ukraine was officially recorded in Lviv in 1848, when the people of Galicia
hang that flag on Lviv City Council as a national symbol. After this case, the
yellow and blue flag started to gain popularity among Ukrainians. After the 1905
revolution, people of Dnieper Ukraine also began to use it. In 1917—1921, the
yellow and blue flag served as an official symbol of the Ukrainian People's
Republic and Ukrainian State.

In the Soviet era, yellow and blue flag could be used only secretly, because
the USSR government prohibited it as a sign of nationalism. The usage of that flag
during the Soviet period was considered as a crime and carried a prison sentence.
After the USSR dissolved, the presidium of Verkhovna Rada gave yellow and blue
flag the status of Ukrainian national symbol. It happened on September 18, 1991.
Nowadays, Ukrainians annually celebrate the Day of National Flag on August, 23.
The meaning of the flag's colors is quite simple: blue color symbolizes the sky, and
yellow color embodies ears of wheat on fertile lands of Ukraine.

The state anthem of Ukraine is the third main symbol of the country. The
Ukrainian anthem is called “Ille He BmMepna Ykpainu 1 CnaBa, 1 Bona” (“Ukraine's
glory has not yet perished, nor its freedom”). The lyrics of the anthem were written
in 1862 by Pavlo Chubynsky — Ukrainian ethnografist, folklorist and poet. The
poem was published for the first time in “Meta” Lviv magazine in 1863. The poem
quickly became popular in the Western Ukraine, and soon it was read by Mykhailo
Verbytsky — Ukrainian priest and composer. Inspired by the beautiful lyrics,
Mykhailo set it to music. In 1917—1920, Chubynsky's poem was the official
hymn of the Ukrainian People's Republic and the West Ukrainian People’s
Republic.

When later the Soviet government decided to assign a special anthem for
each Soviet country, “Ukraine's glory has not yet perished, nor its freedom” was
declined as a separatist song. The USSR government needed a text that would
reflect the fact that Ukraine was a part of the Soviet Union and that would mention
the Communist party. Such text was offered by Ukrainian poet Pavlo Tychyna. His

lyrics “JKuBu, Ykpaino, npekpacHa 1 cunbHa” (“Live, Ukraine, the beautiful and



mighty”), accompanied by music composed by Anton Lebedynets, served as the
state anthem of Ukraine from 1949 to 1991. The official music version of the
modern anthem was approved by Verkhovna Rada on January 15, 1992 when
Ukraine had already become an independent country. The Ukrainian anthem
became extremely popular during the revolutions of 2004 and 2013.

Translation of the Ukrainian anthem: Ukraine's glory has not yet perished, nor its
freedom. Upon us, fellow compatriots, fate shall smile once more. Our enemies
will vanish, like dew in the morning sun, And we too shall rule, brothers, in a free
land of our own. Souls and bodies we'll lay down, all for our freedom, And we will
show that we, brothers, are of the Cossack nation! As we can see, the national
symbols of Ukraine embody the historical roots of the country and the true spirit of

Ukrainian people.

Ukrainian ancestors treated the embroidered clothing with great respect.
Mothers and women decorate shirts by sewing patterns for their husbands and
children, giving attention to each symbol because they all have a definite meaning.
Relatives endowed embroidery with extraordinary power, believing that this
sacrament fulfills the destiny of a man.

Embroidery fills its owner with health, spiritual and physical beauty, light
and love. After all, each embroidered element that adorns a Ukrainian shirt carries
a magic value and gives its master a particular force, protects it. Viburnum means
beauty and continuation of the genus, oak — strength and life, roses — passionate
love, colorfulness — fidelity, poppy — youth and protection from evil, and sunflower
— a symbol of the sun, light, and labor. The shirt is embroidered with colored
threads provides the owner with healing power. As for the arrangement of patterns
on a shirt, they should be better focused on collars, sleeves, and cuffs, that is, in
places where clothing is most closely adjacent to the body.

A prerequisite for embroidering a shirt is the bright and clean
thoughts of the master. With each stitch or cross, embroidery




embraces a piece of human soul. Good and sincere thoughts are expressed in an
embroidered shirt, creating a magic amulet for the one to whom it is assigned. The
embroidered shirt is something sacred, spiritual, and secretive. The first
embroidery played not so much the function of clothing, as, according to beliefs,
protected their owners from evil. In embroidery, Ukrainian ancestors of various
colors and patterns learned to encrypt a kind fate, happiness, joy, love, wealth.

Mothers embroidered shirts for children so that their future was bright and
carefree. Each girl should have stitched a shirt for her future husband. Embroidery
clothes were worn both on weekdays and on holidays. The best shirts were dressed,
of course, “to the exit”, during the weekends or holidays. Talented embroiderers
crossed the ornaments from grandmothers’ chests, often competing with each other
— who would do better until the next holiday, and then proudly boasted with their
unique masterpieces at the festive temple liturgies. Grandmothers knew a lot of
secrets of ancient crafts. There are about hundreds of “embroidery techniques” in
Ukraine!

Today, many well-known Ukrainian designers are very successful in playing
with traditional clothes, presenting beautiful examples of their
creativity in a country and in the whole world. The national
technicolor continues to inspire and foreign designers who
create more and more variants of interpretations. In the
wardrobe of a modern Ukrainian, there is also an embroidered
vest, not even one. Appearing to the public in embroidered
clothes is also very popular in our time. Of course, the majority
will choose the embroidered shirt on Independence Day. But is
everyone, wearing embroidery, understands the meaning of this
garment?

So, embroidery — is what connects Ukrainians with ancestors. Vyshyvanka —
not just an element of the wardrobe, is the genetic code of each Ukrainian. And it
is precious that the culture is rich in such different ornaments and decorations. Of
course, the wearing of such a shirt binds to a specific behavior. It is hard to
imagine that a person swears in embroidery, or is rude to somebody. On the
contrary — a man is spiritually elevated, a festive appearance is modest and
friendly. Because his clothing is a successor of the traditions, customs, historical
and cultural continuity of the people. Embroidery is a strong sign, one of the
brightest manifestations of Ukrainian uniqueness in the world. That is why it is so
popular now in all parts of Ukraine.

Ukraine

Ukraine is one of the largest countries in Europe. Its area is 603,700 sq. km.
About 50 million people live in Ukraine. It is situated in the Eastern Europe. It
borders on Belarus, Hungary, Moldova, Romania, Poland, Russia and Slovakia. In
the South it is washed by the Black Sea and the Sea of Azov. So it has very
important ports.

The territory of Ukraine is mainly flat, but the Carpathians and the Crimean
mountains make up 5% of its area. The major rivers are the Dnieper, the Dniester,
the Bug and the Donets. The Dnieper is the third longest river in Europe, which
divides the country into left% bank and right%bank territories.

There are many large cities in Ukraine, among them: Kiev (the capital of
Ukraine), Kharkiv (the first capital of Ukraine, and its second largest city),
Donetsk (coal%mining center), Dnipropetrovsk (an important metallurgical
center), Lviv (a scientific and cultural center) and many others.

The geographical position of Ukraine is very favourable for the development
of its industry and agriculture.

Ukraine is divided into 24 administrative regions and the Auto% nomous
Republic of Crimea.

On the 24th of August 1991 Ukraine declared its independence.

Nowadays Ukraine is a sovereign, democratic, unitary state with presidential
and parliamentary form of government. It has its own national emblem, state flag
and anthem. The political system of Ukraine, its home and foreign policy, rights
and duties of its citizens are established and guaranteed by the Constitution

adopted on June 28, 1996.



The government are divided into three branches — the legislative, the
executive, and the judicial.

The President is the head of the state and is elected by majority vote for a
five%year term. He is the guarantor of state sovereignty, the territorial integrity of
Ukraine, human rights and freedoms. He is also the Commander-in-Chief of the
Armed Forces of Ukraine.

The Verkhovna Rada (the Supreme Council or Parliament) of Ukraine is the
sole legislative body. The main function of the Verkhov% na Rada is making laws.
It has one chamber and consists of 450 people’s deputies. They are elected at
general and direct elections every four years. Voting, which is not compulsory, is
by secret ballot and from the age of 18. The candidate with the largest number of
votes in a constituency is elected.

The highest body of the executive power is the Cabinet of Ministers. It is
responsible to the President and accountable to the Verkhovna Rada. The Cabinet
carries out domestic and foreign policy of the state. The Prime Minister heads the
Cabinet. He is nominated by the President and is to be approved by the Verkhovna
Rada. There are also local bodies of executive power.

Judicial power in Ukraine belongs to the Constitutional Court and courts of
general jurisdiction. The Supreme Court of Ukraine is the highest judicial body of
general jurisdiction. The Constitutional Court has exclusive constitutional
jurisdiction in Ukraine. Being a sovereign state, Ukraine establishes new relations
with the countries throughout the world. It sets direct contacts with many foreign
countries signing agreements and treaties, participates in the work of many
international organizations. As a result, there are a lot of foreign embassies in its
capital.

1. The climate of Ukraine is determined by its geographical location.
Ukraine’s territory lies in the temperate belt and its climate is temperately
continental, only the southern coast of the Crimea is subtropical. The climate of
Ukraine is characterized by considerable variations due to the great range from
north to south and from west to east, stretching from the areas under the influence
of the north-western Atlantic to the interior of the continent. This means that the air
temperature decreases not only from north to south but also from west to east. The
characteristic features of the climate are higher summer temperatures, lower winter

temperatures, and rare rainfalls.



The Ukrainian climate has considerable fluctuation in weather conditions
from year to year. Alongside very wet years there can be droughts, and alongside
cold years there are warm years.

The Black and the Azov seas have small influence on the climate and it’s felt
only in coastal areas. The warmest region is nearby the Black Sea, the coldest — in
the north-east and in the mountains. The southern coast of Crimea is subtropical.
Crimean mountains obstruct the movement of cold Arctic air to the coast and
create conditions for one of the best resort areas in Ukraine.

The average yearly temperature in Ukraine varies between +5..+7 C in the
north and +11..+13 C in the south. January is the coldest month and July is the
hottest one.

In general Ukraine can be divided into four different climatic regions: cool
snow forest climate, steppe climate, Mediterranean climate and mountain tundra
climate.

2. Winter is cold in much of Ukraine: the average temperatures are
below freezing (0 °C or 32 °F), except in the most sheltered areas of Crimea.
Going south, the temperature increases a little, but remains below freezing in
inland areas. Snow covers Kiev for about 80 days per year (which were about one
hundred in the previous decades, when the climate was colder).

The coldest periods are those in which the Siberian Anticyclone settles in the
country: in these situations, the temperature can drop to -30 °C (-22 °F) or even
below. The average winter temperature has increased by a few degrees over the last
few decades, especially in the interior. Anyway, periods of severe cold are still
possible, although, in comparison with the past, they are less frequent and tend to
be shorter.

3. In spring, both the temperature and the sunshine hours grow rapidly.
In March, the snow melts in continental areas, which turns into mud and can make
it difficult to travel on rural roads. In April, the first warm days occur, though they

can be followed by the return of cold weather, with possible snow and frosts. By



May, the temperatures generally start to become permanently pleasant, especially
in the second part.

4. Summer in Ukraine is warm and quite sunny, with possible
thunderstorms, which are more likely in the center-north. Maximum temperatures
in July are around 25 °C (77 °F) in the far north (see Chernihiv) and 26 °C (79 °F)
in the north (see Kiev), while they reach 27/28 °C (81/82 °F) in the south (see
Dnipro) and on the coast of the Black Sea (see Odessa). The summer on the Black
Sea Coast, especially in Crimea, is similar to that of the northern coast of the
Mediterranean (French Riviera, Liguria), although the rains are a bit more
frequent, around 5/6 days per month.

5. In summer, the inland regions are sometimes affected by disturbances
of Atlantic origin or by cool air masses from the north, so the average temperature
1s lower than in the regions overlooking the sea, but the former are also subject to
heat waves, which last a few days and can raise the temperature to 35 °C (95 °F) or
more.

In autumn, the temperature decreases rapidly. September is still a pleasant
month in the Black Sea area, with highs around 23 °C (73 °F), while the north it's
already cool, with highs around 18/19 °C (64/66 °F). Sometimes, it can get cold,
with the first snowfalls, already in October, however, the turning point occurs in
November, when it starts to get cold across the country, and the sunshine becomes

scarce as well.
